KING ASA:

1. Asa did what was good & right in the eyes of the LORD .  (14:2)

2. Asa removed idolatry from Judah.  (14:3, 5)

3. Asa commanded Judah to SEEK  & obey God.  (14:4)

4. Asa built up the towns of Judah & protection for the people.  (14:6-7)

5. Asa gave GOD glory for their accomplishments.  (14:7)

6. Asa established, trained, equipped & empowered an army of 580,000. 

(14:8)

7. When facing attack, Asa sought God, depended on God & recognized the

battle was about the NAM E & FAM E of God, not him.  (14:9-11)

8. Asa was used by God to demonstrate His glory in a profound way. 

(14:12-15)

9. Asa was receptive and responsive to the encouragement, instruction, and

warning of the prophet Azariah.  (15:1-15)

10. Asa led the people to renew their commitment to God’s _SUPREMACY.

(15:1-15)

11. Asa disciplined his GRANDMOTHER  for idolatry.   (15:16)

APPLICATION: 

The Heart That Beats for the Supremacy of God!  

1. Does what is right in the eyes of God — seeks the approval of God above

the approval of MAN .

What do you think of first, what will people say or what does God say? What

governs you decisions?

2. Aggressively purges anything that competes with the worship of God

ALONE.

Are you willing to get rid of anything & everything that competes with the

supremacy of God in your life?

3. Seeks to protect others from enemy attack even at PERSONAL expense.

What do you do when others are being unjustly treated, torn down, gossiped

about, judged? Will you speak up — even if it means catching smoke

yourself— or do you keep quiet and let someone be hurt?

The heart that beats for the supremacy of God will speak up for what is right

& will defend their brothers and sisters even if it costs.

4. Takes no personal CREDIT, but directs all praise to God, recognizing that it

is only by His gracious enablement that any good is accomplished.

Do you look for and crave credit, acceptance, affirmation or do you realize it

all belongs to God? What happens if you don t get recognized for something

you do?

5. Equips & empowers OTHERS to be great and stand with God against

opposition.

Do you encourage others to trust the supremacy of God in the face of

opposition?

6. Faces opposition & attack with humble confidence and peace in GOD.

What happens when you face opposition or attack? Do you become frantic and

worried or do you confidently trust God and seek His wisdom? Do you really

believe that a perfect, wise, all-powerful God is in control and is working for

your good and His glory?

7. Recognizes the true nature of the "battle" and life and joins God in what He

is doing for His GLORY.

Do you look at life from God s perspective, with a view of how He is working

for His glory? Do you turn it into a me/us vs. them battle instead of striving to

simply stand with God?

8. Humbly recognizes personal inabilities and inadequacies and depends 100%

on God for His desires, direction, and enablement.

How often do you "go it alone"? Are you really seeking God s direction and

enablement? What does your prayer life demonstrate as far as how desperate

you are for God s thinking, direction, and strength? How about your time in

His Word?

9. Recognizes that it is about the name and fame of God, not MAN.

Is God s fame your passion? Is that really what your life is all about? Or, are

you living for being right, looking right, getting your way?

10. Listens to and obeys God s WORD.

What do you do when God s Word is revealed to you? Do you humbly listen

and respond? Or... Look for how it applies to others? Get mad that your wrong

has been pointed out? Get defensive.., make excuses? Compare yourself with

others and justify yourself?

11. WORSHIPS God and leads others to worship God.

Are you a person who loves to talk about and sing about the glory of God. Do

you have a desire for others to see how great God is and grow in having a

passion for His glory?

12. Deals with ungodliness even in his own FAMILY.

What happens when someone close to you is wrong? Will you deal with it or

ignore it or even try to hide it? Is your family name or your honor more

valuable to you than the supremacy of God?

13. Sees and leads others to see the clear CHOICE between seeking God with

full commitment and complacency or forsaking God.

The heart that beats for the supremacy of God is never satisfied but always

desiring to know Him and His glory more fully.
